Lace Sides—Chrome tanned cowhide sides, aniline 
drum dyed to produce a rich surface color.  Water 
resistant leather is tough and firm.  Good for laces 
and straps, saddlebags or any time that you need a 
tough leather with some body.   5-7 oz, Sides avg. 
size 24 sq. ft. 

Deerskin—  Luxuriously soft and naturally durable skins from North American Whitetail deer.  Because this is a 
game animal, expect some naturally occuring blemishes and some holes.  This select tannery run grade makes 
this leather suitable for garments, gloves, pillows and accessories.  2-3 oz skins average 10-12 sq. ft

Deertan Goatskin—Glove soft tannage in small whole hides make these durable skins 
ideal for gloves, pouches, garments and more.  Less stretch than real deerskin, but more 
consistent surface.  2-3 oz skins average 5-7 sq. ft. 

Rawhide Goatskin—These are hides that are cured and bleached, but not fully tanned.  
Lightweight, but strong and durable, to be used for bindings, lamp shades, small drumheads 
and lace.  6-8 sq. ft, 1-1/2 oz. 

Hair-on Cowhides— These skins are proc-
essed with the natural hair on so each hide has 
a unique pattern.  The whole hides provide a 
dramatic accent on floors, walls, furniture and 
home accessories. The soft tannage ensures 
that the hides lay out evenly and are easy to 
work with.  Available in black & white, brown & 
white or exotic mixed colors.  Whole hides aver-
age 30-40 sq. ft., or approximately the size of a 
5’ x 7” rug. 

Soft Sueded Cowsplits—Thinner and more flexible than our lace 
splits, this inexpensive leather is good for projects that require a more 
rugged look and feel.  Use for bags, mocs, re-enactment gear and 
more.  3-4 oz bend splits average 8-12 sq. ft.
